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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Oneida County (Scott
J. DelConte, J.), entered September 20, 2022.  The order denied the
motion of defendant Michele Lisi, M.D. to compel plaintiff to accept
service of her supplemental bill of particulars.

It is hereby ORDERED that said appeal is unanimously dismissed
without costs.
