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Appeal, by permission of a Justice of the Appellate Division of
the Supreme Court in the Fourth Judicial Department, from an order of
the Monroe County Court (Douglas A. Randall, J.), entered August 19,
2016.  The order, inter alia, denied defendant’s motion pursuant to
CPL 440.10 to vacate the judgment convicting him of kidnapping in the
second degree.  

It is hereby ORDERED that the order so appealed from is
unanimously affirmed.
