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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Onondaga County (James
P. Murphy, J.), entered April 26, 2018.  The order granted the motion
of defendant Robert E. Carlin, M.D., for summary judgment and
dismissed the amended complaint against him.  

It is hereby ORDERED that the order so appealed from is
unanimously modified on the law by denying the motion in part and
reinstating the second and seventh causes of action against defendant
Robert E. Carlin, M.D., and as modified the order is affirmed without
costs.
