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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Monroe County (Ann
Marie Taddeo, J.), entered June 3, 2019 in a proceeding pursuant to
CPLR article 78.  The order denied the motion of petitioner seeking,
among other things, to hold respondents in contempt.  

It is hereby ORDERED that the order so appealed from is
unanimously affirmed without costs.
