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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Monroe County (J.
Scott Odorisi, J.), entered July 1, 2020. The order denied the motion
of defendants Robert Rieger Trust and Jacob Barak, as trustee of the
Robert Rieger Trust, joined by defendant Michael Bar, seeking leave to
renew and reargue a motion for a change of venue or, iIn the
alternative, to dismiss the amended complaint.

It is hereby ORDERED that said appeal from the order insofar as
it denied leave to reargue is unanimously dismissed and the order is
affirmed without costs.
