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Appeal from a judgment of the Monroe County Court (Christopher S.
Ciaccio, J.), rendered November 3, 2016. The judgment convicted
defendant upon a jury verdict of criminal possession of a weapon iIn
the second degree (two counts) and assault In the second degree.

It is hereby ORDERED that the judgment so appealed from is
unanimously affirmed.

Memorandum: Defendant appeals from a judgment convicting him
upon a jury verdict of, inter alia, two counts of criminal possession
of a weapon in the second degree (Penal Law 8 265.03 [1] [bl: [3])-
Contrary to defendant’s contention, we conclude that he received
effective assistance of counsel (see People v Ramsaran, 29 NY3d 1070,
1070-1071 [2017]; cf. People v Wright, 25 NY3d 769, 771 [2015]). We
have reviewed defendant’s remaining contentions and conclude that none
requires reversal or modification of the judgment.
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
