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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Chautauqua County
(Lynn W. Keane, J.), entered June 30, 2020.  The order granted the
petition to the extent that respondents were directed to arbitrate the
denial of petitioner’s General Municipal Law § 207-a (2) benefits, and
were temporarily enjoined and restrained from conducting an
administrative hearing originally scheduled for March 11, 2020,
pending the completion of the arbitration.  

Now, upon reading and filing the stipulation of discontinuance
signed by the attorneys for the parties on March 1, 2022,

It is hereby ORDERED that said appeal is unanimously dismissed 
without costs upon stipulation.
