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Appeal from a judgment of the Supreme Court, Monroe County (Alex
R. Renzi, J.), rendered December 4, 2019.  The judgment convicted
defendant upon a jury verdict of criminal possession of a forged
instrument in the second degree (9 counts) and criminal possession of
a weapon in the fourth degree.  

It is hereby ORDERED that the judgment so appealed from is
unanimously affirmed.
