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Appeal from a judgment of the Onondaga County Court (Robert L.
Bauer, A.J.), rendered February 3, 2017. The judgment revoked
defendant’s sentence of probation and imposed a sentence of
imprisonment.

It is hereby ORDERED that said appeal is unanimously dismissed.
