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Appeal from an order of the Supreme Court, Monroe County (Douglas
A. Randall, A.J.), entered July 18, 2022, in a proceeding pursuant to
Mental Hygiene Law article 10.  The order, among other things,
adjudged that respondent is a detained sex offender who suffers from a
mental abnormality.  

It is hereby ORDERED that the order so appealed from is
unanimously affirmed without costs for reasons stated in the decision
at Supreme Court.
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
